The New Look of PATHWORKS™ Licensing!�


Briefly


During 1997, the licensing of PATHWORKS products has been completely overhauled.  These changes were implemented based on customer feedback and a changing role for PATHWORKS products in the PC-centric market.


The following summarizes these changes:


Licensing terms have been relaxed.  


There is now only 1 license for PATHWORKS for OpenVMS server products�.  But the really good news is that you now have the flexibility to use this new license in client-based mode (like the traditional PATHWORKS client license) or in server-based mode.  You do not need to decide how you will use your licenses before your purchase, and you can change your decision as the need arises. 


There is now only 1 license offered that applies to any PATHWORKS software product that runs on any Microsoft operating systems.  Having a single license for different software that runs on different operating systems greatly simplifies the task of maintaining an ever-changing desktop environment while lowering the cost of maintaining PATHWORKS desktop software.  


PATHWORKS license prices are now discounted based on the quantity that you purchase.  The more licenses you buy, the more you save (up to 70%!).


The CCS license type has been retired and replaced by license packages that are easier to understand and offer customers more flexibility


License Terms Relaxed 


New License for PATHWORKS OpenVMS Server


On October 6, 1997, a new license was introduced, called the Client Access license,  for PATHWORKS V5 for OpenVMS (LAN Manager) and the new PATHWORKS V6 for OpenVMS (Advances Server) servers. This new license gives customers the flexibility they have been requesting.  It replaces the current Designated Access (formerly the FPA) and the PC Concurrent (formerly the FPS) license types for this server product, and combines the two licenses’ rights in a single license.


Before October 6, 1997, customers had to make important decisions regarding how their servers would be used before purchasing their PATHWORKS server licenses.  This was not always a simple task and, as the mix of servers changed, the basis of a good decision might change completely over time.


The new Client Access server licenses help to address the changing nature of our customers networking environment.  While the Client Access licenses continue to offer the option of client-based licensing or server-based licensing, the decision of how and when to license a server a particular way will be yours to make at any time after you purchase your server license.


Here’s an example.  Let’s say you buy 100 server licenses on October 15th.  When you receive them, you decide to install 50 of them as client-based  licenses and 50 of them as a concurrent, server-based license.  Ten days later you learn that you have 10 more clients that really need client-based licenses, because they need to access several servers at once.  


All you do is reassign the licenses, so that 60 are now defined as available as client-based licenses and 40 available as server-based licenses.   


If you need to make additional changes a few days later, no problem.  You can allocate between server-based and client-based licenses as often as you like and never need notify DIGITAL.





What About the Other Licenses for the PATHWORKS Server?


Now that the Client Access license is available, the following changes have occurred:


The PATHWORKS V5.0 (LAN Manager) Designated Access (QM-2CLAA-Ax�) licenses have been retired.  Customers wishing to buy the same kind of license rights for an existing or the new PATHWORKS for OpenVMS (LAN Manager) product should now purchase the new Client Access license.


The PATHWORKS V5.0 for OpenVMS (LAN Manager) PC Concurrent (QM-A93AA-Ax) licenses has been retired. Customers wishing to buy the same kind of license rights for an existing or the new PATHWORKS for OpenVMS (LAN Manager) product should now purchase the new Client Access license.


The DIGITAL Enterprise Integration license packages (QP-5LWAA-Ax, QP-5LVAx-AB, and QP-03ZAx-AB) have been changed.  The PATHWORKS V5.0 (LAN Manager) Designated Access  (QM-2CLAA-Ax) licenses that were included in these packages have been replaced with the new Client Access licenses.


Note that CCS licenses (e.g., PATHWORKS for DOS and Windows (LAN Manager CCS, part number QM-0TLAA-A*, PAK Product Name: PWLMDOSCC06.00) were retired on February 3, 1997.  See the section in this paper titled, CCS License Type Retired - Packages Now Available, for details.


What Is The Migration Path to the Client Access License?�


If you have any of the following licenses, you will be able to upgrade to the new Client Access license:


PATHWORKS for DOS and Windows (LAN Manager) CCS  (QM-0TLAA-Ax)


PATHWORKS for OS/2 (LAN Man0ager) CCS  (QM-YFWAA-Ax)


PATHWORKS for Windows NT (LAN Manager) CCS  (QM-2K5AA-Ax)


PATHWORKS V5.0 (LAN Manager) FPA  (QM-2CLAA-Ax)


PATHWORKS V5.0 (LAN Manager) Designated Access  (QM-2CLAA-Ax)


PATHWORKS V5.0 for OpenVMS (LAN Manager) FPS  (QM-A93AA-Ax)


PATHWORKS V5.0 for OpenVMS (LAN Manager) PC Concurrent (QM-A93AA-Ax)


If you have a current Rights-To-New-Versions license service for any of these licenses, you will receive your new Client Access licenses as a result of this service. (If you don’t receive your licenses by October 31, 1997, you should contact your local DIGITAL Software Product Services representative for more information.)


If you do not have a current Rights-To-New-Versions license service for any of these licenses, you may purchase an upgrade license at a reduced price.  All you need is a valid Product Authorization Key (PAK) for one of these licenses.





New License For PCs Using Microsoft Operating Systems 


On February 3, 1997, PATHWORKS license terms were changed for PATHWORKS software that runs on the following  operating systems: Windows 95, Windows NT, DOS, Windows 3.x, Windows for Workgroups, and OS/2.


Before the February changes, three separate PATHWORKS products ran in the environments listed above, each with its unique license.  If you had a license for PATHWORKS for DOS and Windows and needed to migrate to Windows NT, you had to buy a different license for PATHWORKS for Windows NT.


Now, one license—the PATHWORKS 32 license—provides the rights to use any PATHWORKS product for the operating systems listed above:  Specifically, the  PATHWORKS 32 license delivers the rights to use any of the following PATHWORKS products, as well as any prior version of those products, on a single system:


PATHWORKS 32, V7.0


PATHWORKS V6.0 for DOS and Windows


PATHWORKS V4.1 for Windows NT


PATHWORKS V5.1 for OS/2





In addition, since the PATHWORKS 32 software now includes the latest release of the X server product called eXcursion, the PATHWORKS 32 license also gives you the right to use any prior version of eXcursion on any supported operating system.


How This Affects Your Future Purchases


From now on, when you want to purchase additional licenses for any of the following PATHWORKS or eXcursion products, all you need buy is the PATHWORKS 32 license, QM-5LKAA-Ax:


PATHWORKS 32, V7.0


PATHWORKS for DOS and Windows (any version)


PATHWORKS for Windows NT (any version)


PATHWORKS for OS/2 (any version)


eXcursion (any version)





From now on, when you want to upgrade from any of the products listed above to any of the products listed above or to a newer version of the same product, all you need buy is a PATHWORKS 32 Upgrade license.  Here’s how it works:


If you have PATHWORKS V5.0 for DOS and Windows and want to upgrade to PATHWORKS V6.0 for DOS and Windows, you now purchase the PATHWORKS 32 Upgrade license.


If you have PATHWORKS V5.0 for OS/2 and want to upgrade to PATHWORKS V4.1B for Windows NT, you now purchase the PATHWORKS 32 Upgrade license.


If you have eXcursion V2.1 and want to upgrade to PATHWORKS 32, V7.0 (eXcursion V3.0 is now included in PATHWORKS 32), you now purchase the PATHWORKS 32 Upgrade license.





Note


The PATHWORKS 32, V7.0 license does not include access rights to PATHWORKS servers. It delivers only rights to use one of the PATHWORKS software products listed above.  If you also need to use a PATHWORKS server (which is typical), then you’ll also need an additional and different license to grant you the right to use the server.


If you have upgraded to a PATHWORKS 32 license based on an existing CCS license, you can continue to use the rights provided by that CCS license to access your PATHWORKS servers (or, you could also upgrade to the new, PATHWORKS Client Access license if appropriate).  Note that, by upgrading to the PATHWORKS 32 license, you now have new and improved rights to PATHWORKS software that runs on Windows 95, Windows NT, DOS, and so on. At the same time, you have not relinquished any right to use the CCS license to access the server software also licensed by your CCS license.  You can and should use this existing CCS license (PAKs) with your new client software to access your servers, just as  you did when you were using your previous client software.  


For example, if you have a PATHWORKS V6.0 for DOS and Windows (LAN Manager) CCS license and want to upgrade the PC that was using this license and software to use Windows NT 4.0 and PATHWORKS 32, you need both of these:


PATHWORKS 32 Upgrade license to provide you with rights to use the PATHWORKS 32 software


PATHWORKS V6.0 for DOS and Windows (LAN Manager) CCS license to give you rights to access your PATHWORKS V5.0 for OpenVMS (LAN Manager) servers 


Note: If you wanted to use the new PATHWORKS V6.0 for OpenVMS (Advanced Server) product, you would need to upgrade your CCS license to a PATHWORKS Client Access license, however.


Don’t worry if the license name calls out a different operating system from the one you now use.  The discrepancy isn’t important, because you are using only the rights that relate to the use of the server that are provided by this license.   


Learn how to configure a client to look for a license that differs from the default license for a particular PATHWORKS client product in the Guide to Managing PATHWORKS Licenses, shipped with PATHWORKS server products.  This information is also available for the PATHWORKS 32 software in Chapter 4 of the Installation and Configuration Guide for PATHWORKS 32.





CCS License Type Retired - Packages Now Available


The popular Combination Client Server (CCS) license type has been retired, but its advantages have been retained.  New license packages are now offered.  They deliver the major benefits of CCS licenses without the drawbacks.  These benefits were and remain:


A single part number can be used to order the rights for all the software typically needed in a network with PC desktops and OpenVMS servers.


License packages are priced at less than the price of buying separate licenses for the client software and server software.  


In addition, because the client software license is now separate from the license for the server software, customers are now free to make separate decisions about their future investments in these two different kinds of products.


How This Affects Your Future Purchases


If you are going to add additional clients and previously would have purchased CCS licenses, you now need to purchase at least 2 licenses: one for your client software and one to access your server software.


For example, if you would previously have purchased a PATHWORKS V6.0 for DOS and Windows (LAN Manager) license to add another client using PATHWORKS for DOS and Windows on a client that will be accessing several PATHWORKS for OpenVMS (LAN Manager) servers, you now need to acquire:


A PATHWORKS 32, V7.0 System license to use your client code


A PATHWORKS V6.0 Client Access license, to access your servers


In order to simplify and reduce to cost of ordering multiple licenses, thereby maintaining the benefits of the CCS licenses, DIGITAL has introduced three new license packages.

Volume Pricing


The prices of all PATHWORKS licenses now include discounts based on the volume you order.  This new pricing method can result in significant savings—up to 70% over the price of a single license purchase.   


How This Affects Your Future Purchases


All prices for PATHWORKS licenses have changed.  The result, in most cases, is a considerable cost savings.  However, in this new price structure, the cost of a single license has been raised.  


Since savings over the old prices begin with the purchase of as few as 25 licenses, it now pays to plan your PATHWORKS license purchases so that you can order as many as possible at one time to realize the largest discount.


Variable-sized PAKs for new licenses have been discontinued.  


Variable-sized PAKs, which are compatible with a flat pricing model, have been discontinued for initial license purchases.  New PATHWORKS licenses are now available only in discrete quantities, in increments.  This makes it simple for you to see, and for DIGITAL to provide, significant discounts related to the purchase of a specific quantity of PATHWORKS licenses.


For example, if you need 43 PATHWORKS 32 V7.0 licenses, it is now easy to see that you can save money, and get 7 additional licenses, if you buy the 50-license increment rather than only 43 licenses at higher, per-unit prices.


Summary - How To Buy PATHWORKS Licenses, Now


Buying PATHWORKS licenses in the larger numbers saves money; the more you buy the more you save.


No need to determine if you need client-based or server-based licenses for your PATHWORKS for OpenVMS servers before you make a purchase.   One license now can be used in either mode, the mode of use is under your control, and you can change the mode of use, as required.


No need to determine the desktop operating systems that you will be using.  One license now delivers the rights to use all PATHWORKS software that runs on all popular Microsoft operating systems


If you typically bought CCS licenses (for example, QM-0TLAA-Ax) in the past, you now purchase one of the 3 new license packages listed in Table 1.  These packages deliver all the advantages of CCS licenses without the complexity and drawbacks


The end result…


  


All the changes in PATHWORKS licensing mean that typical PATHWORKS license purchases are now this simple:


If you want PATHWORKS desktop software, buy a PATHWORKS 32 license


If you want PATHWORKS server software for your OpenVMS system, buy a PATHWORKS Client Access license


If you want both PATHWORKS desktop and server software, buy the Enterprise Integration Client license package.
